 Throughout Scripture, the Spirit is the personal, powerful presence of the one and only God 

(Genesis 1:2; Luke 1:35).  But before God came to dwell invisibility in the Spirit, he came and dwelled in 

visible form, enfleshed in the man we know as Jesus of Nazareth (John 1:14, 18).  To see Jesus is to see the 

Father (John 14:9-11).  We need not be frightened by God, if we love the light, for we know Jesus and he 

is not frightening.  Jesus is the human face of God.  We need not fear the Holy Spirit, either, for the Spirit 

is the personal, powerful presence of the resurrected and ascended Jesus Christ.  “I will come to you,” said 

Jesus as he was about to depart this world, and “you will behold me”—but he was speaking of the Spirit 

(John 14:18-19). 

 Jesus’ parting words in Matthew are, “I am with you always” ---speaking, of course, of his presence 

in the Spirit (Matthew 28:20).  Luke’s Gospel records what Jesus began to do and to teach in the flesh, and 

Acts reports what Jesus continued to do through the Spirit after his ascension (Acts 1:1-2).  We may wel-

come the Spirit as we would welcome Jesus in the flesh.  We may joyfully receive the Spirit as God’s pre-

sent and every fruit and gift of the spirit- for the Father of Jesus Christ gives to his dear children only what 

is good (Luke 11:9-13).
